Mixed Up

1. The Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (HKSAR) considers
that there is no need for disunification in respect of the H-source glyph of

U+4E30 =F.

2. Some references show that both glyphs, F (FS=1)and = (FS=3),
are referring to the same character ( { 5 /5% 57 55 A jek = ) and (4% 82
N FYEEEE ) ), both have the meaning of & ( ( ERSCEF ) ).
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3. The H-source glyph of U+4E30 &= (HB1-A4A5) is a traditional
Chinese character. Part of its meaning overlaps with another traditional
Chinese character U+8C50 & . The two characters have the same
pronunciation, with separate entries in major dictionaries such as KangXi
Zidian ( { FFEEZH#1 ) ) and Hanyu DaZidian ( (J£5E K1) ) (see figures
1 and 2).
